Apperley Recreation Ground 
On Sunday 18th January, the new pavilion 
on the Apperley Recreation Ground - the 
Rec – was officially opened by Roger 
Williams, one of the many volunteers who 
work tirelessly to keep the Rec in such great 
condition. In Roger’s case, he has been 
working on the Rec for over 40 years and 
has spent 1000’s of hours in our ever 
faithful tractor mowing acres of grass. 
  
It was fantastic to see so many villagers at 
the opening, especially as the weather was 
not kind to us.   
  
And it was especially heartwarming to 
welcome some old faces who had been 
involved in the purchase and creation of the 
rec from the very beginning, when the 11 
acres of land were acquired from Fred and 
Margaret Apperley at a very favourable rate 
in 1988.   
 
For at least the last 15 years it had been the 
aim of ORA to replace the old pavilion, 
which had been situated on the Apperley 
Recreation Ground for over 30 years, and 
was already second hand when it arrived in 
1990. It had fallen into a very poor state of 
repair, and the wish was to replace it with a 
new, modern, fit for purpose pavilion.  
 
When the current committee came together, 
in 2023, we were advised that the building 
may have to be demolished, if, by, 2028, we 
hadn’t had it renovated as each winter 
it was further deteriorating. 
  
Had that happened, then we would have 
faced a considerable bill to demolish and 
make good – money we didn’t have. 
  
So, we prioritised fund-raising and set about 
raising the £110,000 that we had been 
advised that we would need to complete the 
project.  
  
Over the next two years – and after a lot of 
letter writing – we raised the money and we 
would like 

to publicly thank the following organisations 
for their very generous grants 
 o Clive Richards Foundation 
o Herefordshire County Council that 
allocated a portion of the S106 monies 
o Garfield Weston Foundation 
o CHIC (Communities and Housing 
Investment Consortium) Social Fund 
o Kingspan’s Social Fund 
o Orleton Young Farmers  
o Richards Castle Soap Box Derby 
Committee 
o Orleton and District Junior Football Club 
 
We had been joined, and hugely 
supported, by Oli Smith, an architect, and 
Andrew Houston, a project manager from 
HCC – both Oli and Andrew worked 
tirelessly pro bono to help us – it is no 
exaggeration that the Project would have 
been so much more difficult without them 
 
We tendered the work and with Andrew and 
Oli’s help, chose Sam Morris to do the 
work. Sam and his team were fantastic to 
work with, they went beyond what they were 
required to do, and they brought the build 
within budget – no easy task in today’s 
environment. 
  
We would also especially like to thank Claire 
Morgan, Claire Smith and Bel Beaumont 
who gave so much to this project. 
  
And on January 18th, all the hard work came 
together as we opened the pavilion, which 
we hope will become a much used 
and   much loved village resource for the 
next 40 years.

All insurances, support, and advice is provided 
by the national organisation of the UK 
Rambers’ Association together with 
Herefordshire Council. We have a very good 
and strong relationship with the Herefordshire 
Council Public Rights of Way PROW 
Department who supply most of our materials. 
 
As the year from July panned out, OFMV 
continued to install new Orleton galvanised 
pedestrian gates, but the new independence 
now enabled the Volunteers to install steps 
and two new pedestrian gates for Yarpole 
Parish Council, and we’re currently surveying 
additional work to undertake in our Orleton 
area, plus Richards Castle, Luston, Wigmore, 
Elton, Little Hereford 
 
We are developing the ‘Comberton Trail’ with a 
substantial grant that we negotiated, plus 
developing the Herefordshire Trail with a Grant 

(we hope ) as it goes through Orleton to 
Richards Castle. 
 
For the future we’re looking into the ‘Orleton 
Trail’, ‘Bircher Meander’, ‘Yields Hill Wander’ 
 
And everything takes time, enthusiasm and 
support from farmers, landowners, from our 
ten volunteers and anyone else who cares to 
join us.

Orleton Footpath Maintenance 

Volunteers
 
A new year -.time to reflect and look forward to 
a new set of challenges for us as villagers and 
volunteers. 

A time of reflection  is of course part of 
looking back on what we got done during 
2025. 
 
We installed a considerable number of 
galvanised pedestrian gates on Public Rights 
of Way, repairing many other stiles, clearing 
overgrowth, building steps up steep banks, 
repairing footbridges, installing finger marker 
posts……and we finished the long job of 
refurbishing and upgrading our Orleton street 
name signs. 

This last job started with  vandalism 
(?inebriated) of the Millbrook Way sign 
opposite the Maidenhead. We replaced one 
broken metal post, broken back board and 
repaired the broken cast aluminium street sign. 
The result came out well and is there for us all 
to see. 

We did such a good job  that eventually we 
went on to complete/ refurbish: 

• village access ‘Orleton’ sign 

• the large gritstone mile marker by 
Comberton Farm 

• cast iron milestone next to Portway 
Farm 

• 19 cast aluminium street name signs 

• six new (fabricated by us) 
fibreglass/stainless steel mesh street 
signs 

• a part fibreglass repair to existing street 
signs. 

All signs have been rubbed down, repainted 
and reinstalled on new backing boards, and of 
course the red phone box refurbished. 
 
 
In mid July 2025 Orleton Footpath 
Maintenance Volunteers (OFMV) went 
independent from Orleton Parish Council and 
now report directly to the Herefordshire 
Council Highways Authority.
