Wildlife Gardening 

 

On 25th November we welcomed Nancy Lowe, 

wildlife gardener and garden designer.  Nancy 

divides gardens into three types – neat and 

organised, managed with some wild areas and wild 

gardens.  Three essentials must be provided for 

wildlife to thrive, a year-round supply of food, 

water and winter shelter.  The garden is a cyclical 

system, everything draws health from the soil and 

returns to the soil.  The soil supports plants which 

provide food for insects which in turn feed 

herbivores which support top predators. 

An annual mulch should be provided, ideally of 

garden compost which will be processed by 

invertebrates.  Formal borders can play their part if 

spring flowers, primroses, pulmonaria and 

hellebores are planted in the bare areas beneath 

trees and shrubs and left to naturalise providing 

nectar for insects.  Viburnum bodnantense and 

mahonia provide shelter and nectar in autumn 

through winter leaving open areas for summer 

flowers.  Flowers with many florets, phlox and 

umbellifers for example will provide far more 

nectar and pollen than single flowers.  Short 

growing plants for insects in lawns include 

prunella, speedwell, birds’ foot trefoil and white 

clover, the last two supporting common blue 

butterflies.  Nancy advises planting plugs as 

seedlings may be overwhelmed by competing 

plants. 

In wilder areas sun lovers include wild carrot, 

yarrow, ox-eye daisies and knapweed.  Long 

grasses support Meadow brown butterflies, 

Gatekeepers and Skippers.  Wood betony and 

columbine thrive in shadier areas.  Teasels provide 

flowers for bees, seeds for goldfinches and shelter 

for hibernating insects. 

Winter shelter can be provided by insect hotels, the 

crevices in trees and shrubs and piles of leaves, 

stone and wood.  Tufty grasses, ferns and stems of 

veronicastrum, eryngium and poppy provide winter 

interest as well as shelter. 

One of the best ways to attract wildlife is to 

include a water feature. This provides 

somewhere for birds to drink and bathe and 

increases plant diversity by providing a habitat 

for submerged, emergent and floating plants.  

These support amphibians and insects such as 

dragonflies and mayflies.

Suspicious Activity. 
 

You know your community, you know who 
is around and what is normal community 
activity, so you are the best people to 
identify things that just don't sit right. Like 
the unusual pickup truck at old Mrs. 
Miggins' house, or the empty van that has 
parked in the gateway to the local farmer's 
yard/barn. Now there might be a perfectly 
reasonable explanation of why those 
vehicles are there, how would you ever 
know? We are certainly not expecting you 
to get involved, however what you could 
do, is take as much detail as possible: the 

registration plates, description of the 
people if you see them, anything that 
stands out for you, (amber light on the roof, 
ladders in the back) and just let us know. It 
is difficult for us to investigate a report of a 
'suspicious white van' without any specific 
details. 
You can do that via 101 (24 non-emergency 
police number), so this is if you think a 
crime or a concern is taking place right 
now, or if you just wanted to let us know 
how odd you thought it was, you can 
submit an online enquiry form on our 
website www.westmercia.police.uk, 
or at our team email address

The volume of activity that goes on in Orleton 
is a credit to everyone who makes it happen, 
and I would also like to say thank you to those 
tireless volunteers behind the scenes who 
make it all happen.  
 
Christmas is meant to be a time of goodwill to 
all however, I must report that the Government 
have not recognised this in the publication of 
the draft Local Government Financial 
Settlement (this is the route via which 
Herefordshire Council gets its central funding). 
The figures are slightly worse than we feared 
and whilst we are still working through the 
exact details, it is clear that the deficit between 
what we need and what we are allocated will 
be over £27 million. The settlement is in place 
for three years and it shows decreasing 
funding from the centre in each of those three 
years. The Government has even included a 
yearly council tax increase of 4.99% in their 
figures. Whilst I am sorry to be the bearer of 
bad news, it is important that every resident 
knows the context of the decisions that need to 
be made in the new year, As always, I will be 
looking to protect the services that matter most 
to rural residents and if you would like to raise 
any of these with me then please do email or 
call.  
 
In happier news, I was delighted to be asked to 
read a lesson at the Nine Lessons and Carols 
service in Yarpole Parish. This was held at the 
historic St Michaels and All Angels Church at 
Croft Castle. Whether you are religious or not, 
carol services represent a chance for 

communities to come together at this important 
time of the year, and I try to attend as many as 
I can where the diary allows.  
 
2025 has been a pivotal year for our highways 
locally. We have seen a huge volume of road 
resurfacing works across Bircher Ward, and I 
hope that you have noticed the difference. The 
improvements to the B4362 at Comberton and 
Yarpole and the B4361 at Richards Castle and 
Luston were particular highlights. Alongside 
this we had the complete resurfacing of the 
Kings Road / Kitchen Hill Road in Orleton with 
accompanying traffic calming measures. 
Despite all of this work, I am conscious that 
many residents who live down C or U 
classification roads have areas that require 
resurfacing or patching works, and I will be 
pushing the council to invest in these next 
year.  
 
As always if you have any concerns, issues or 
would just like to chat then please do get in 
touch. Finally, I would like to say thank you to 
all of you who have taken the time to write, call 
or just have a chat with me at an event or in 
one of the pubs. It is this contact that makes 
the job worth doing!   
 
Let me take this opportunity to wish you all a 
very Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.

Our celebration of 900 Years of St 
George’s concluded with an event 
hosted jointly by the St George’s 
Community Association and the Orleton 
History Group: a taste of mince pies and 
wines made from recipes from over the 
past 900 years. Great fun was had by 
all! 

 

Our upcoming talks & events are below. 
The talks are all free, donations invited 
for refreshments & heating: 
 
Saturday 24th January, 2.30pm,  
St George’s Church:  
Bitten by Pigs and Struck by 
Lightning: How Coroners' Rolls can 
Expand our Knowledge of Life in the 
Late Middle Ages'. 
Janine Bryant will lead us through this 
fascinating history. The role of the 
coroner was introduced in England in 
1194, and it was his role to investigate 
all deaths that occurred in unusual or 
suspicious circumstances, as well as 
any deaths that occurred in prison. 
 
These investigations or 'inquests' were 
recorded, and a considerable number 
still survive. The description of each 
death provides a snapshot of how 
people were living at that time, offering  
a rare insight into life in the Late Middle 
Ages.
